1.2.а. King problems
King problem is a problem, involving White or Black Kings (King), besides men, in initial position. Presence of the Kings shall be justified.
King problems are subdivided into:

· problems with one composition option

· problems with at least two composition options

Minimal amount of white draughts in initial position of univariant problems may not be fewer than five, the amount of Kings- not more than two on each part, and advantage of Blacks does not exceed two draughts.

In variant problems due to complexity of the task, there are no limits envisaged for correlation of forces.
The following ratings are defined depending on correlation of forces of parts in initial position:

A) Miniatures- not more than 7 draughts on the part of White;

B) Problems.

Rules for draughts problem composition are applicable to King problems, but for those envisaged by the present article.
